Once upon a time, there were three
brothers from Kochapogan. One day,
they brought their hounds to Wutai to
hunt. Before returning to their tribe,
they dreamed of countless ants on the
ground. What' s more, since the hounds
insisted to stay, the brothers had to
leave them there. After telling their tribe
about this incident, the people said, “The
ants symbolize humans and maybe even
tribes.” This served as a prophecy that
Wutai would become a prosperous tribe
someday.

This is the administrative region with the highest altitude in
Pingtung County with the complete Rukai tribal culture. Every
house and tile in the tribe represents not only the
craftsmanship and lifestyle of the Rukai people but also their
culture. Entering Wutai makes you feel like you are entering a
museum which has come to life. Artistic totems of the Rukai
tribe can be seen everywhere, these totems are great
storytellers of the tales of the tribe.

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Slate Alley

With roads made of stone slates, potteries as
indications, the alley continues in a form of
the letter “Z", which also resembles the trail
of the hundred-pace snake. The alley is filled
with sculptures that symbolize the Rukai Tribe
culture and art, along with stone slate
houses adorned with totems expressing the
tales of the tribe.

Dubanan was a legendary artist, many of
the Rukai totem sculptures of Wutai were
created by him. This memorial hallis an art
center exhibiting his artworks.

This church was designed and built by the
indigenous people using the traditional
construction structure of the Rukai Tribe. It
combines the modern aesthetics with the
distinct cultural presence of the Rukai Tribe,
making it a masterpiece of the public art.

This museum exhibits the traditional culture of
the Rukai Tribe, including all kinds of daily
necessities, mysterious religious cultures,
sophisticated craftsmanship, and layout
planning of the slate houses. It is the epitome
of the Rukai Tribe culture.
